COLA FREAKS

Cola Freaks blev dannet i December 2006 af folk fra de to lokale hardcore-bands fra Århus; Tæve og Rotter. Musikken er en blanding af 70'ernes punk, 80'ernes new wave, 90'ernes indie og 00'ernes art fags; spillet med en hardcore-nerve. Bandet har siden begyndelsen været et live-projekt og har spillet ca. 150 koncerter i ind- og udland. Bl.a. så forskellige festivaler som Gutter Island, PopRevo, Klub Arrogant, Shittown og Den Grimmeste Festival, bare i 2008.

I August 2007 tog bandet på en to måneders turné gennem USA, som dækkede 39 stater fordelt over 45 koncerter. Dette har resulteret i en del udenlandsk interesse med interviews i bl.a. det legendariske amerikanske punk-zine Maximumrocknroll og svenske Denimzine.

Dette hjalp meget til organiseringen af Cola Freaks´ anden amerikanske turné. Denne gang bestod turnéen af 42 koncerter fordelt på 7 uger og foregik fra midt September 2008 og frem. De sidste 12 koncerter var som opvarmning for Jay Reatard.

Dødt Batteri 7"- Razorcake:
Wow! What the fuck? This is not what I thought this band sounded like. This is such a weird and pleasurable blend of raw Swedish assault hardcore and delicious Danish pop. It seems like there

Ingenting set 7"- Lowcut:
If the first Cola Freaks single was "Full Metal Jacket", then this release is probably more "Deer Hunter". Less fast in-ya-face punkrock, slower and more, dare I say, moody postpunk-ish traces are heard in "Ingenting Set" and "Gi Mig Piller", while "Ctrl Alt Delete" is the Killed By Death punk we heard on their debut. First listen might not win you over as the awesome 1st 45 did, there's more layers to the sound this time around, but it will surely grow on you as it did on me. The band is more adventurous and tighter, expanding Cola Freaks' sound, and Mads has never sung better. Can't wait to see'em at Gonerfest in Memphis later this year. Speaking of Memphis, Alicja Trout (Lost Sounds, Nervous Patterns) recorded the single at The Tronic Graveyard, Memphis. Next Cola Freaks release will be a split with Autistic Youth (on Taken By Surprise Records), produced by Jay Reatard, also in Memphis. Lowcut will soon feature a Cola Freaks interview, so stay tuned. - Jens.


S/T 7"- Equalizing Distort:
The COLA FREAKS are one of the latest garage inspired punk bands to come from Denmark. They were just in North America a few months back and even got close to playing here. The band has a tough sound to their rather wimpy version of punk. What I mean by that is that garage is usually distinguished by the absence of distortion and a blown out guitar. Well the COLA FREAKS chose to play more acoustically through their electric guitars which I think is referred to as lo fi. But it also means that you can hear what the band is playing which means that the rely more on rhythm and syncopation. They remind me of GANG OF FOUR in that respect. But they also remind me of DEAN DIRG with the slight tough sound that they have to their garage punk. Think GANG OF FOUR meets DEAN DIRG in a band more concerned with writing a catchy song.
